As part of our ongoing learning in Art, we have organised a 
trip to The National Gallery on Thursday 9th July 2026. The 
National Gallery is home to over 2,300 paintings. The children 
will have the opportunity to see many art works that they 
have learnt about over the past few years as part of 
Charville’s Art curriculum and participate in a workshop lead 
by the gallery staff to develop their art skills. 

We will be leaving school at approximately 9:00am and 
returning by approximately 3:10pm. We will update you via Arbor if we will be returning later than 3:10pm 
due to traffic. Please ensure your child arrives at school promptly at 8:30am on the day of the visit so we 
can leave on time. 

As usual, the children will require a packed lunch (no glass containers, fizzy drinks, nut or chocolate 
products) contained in a named carrier bag, that can be thrown away. We ask that this includes a water 
bottle so the children can stay hydrated in the warmer weather. If your child will need a school packed 
lunch, please notify their class teacher by 25th June. School uniform must be worn, alongside sensible 
shoes.  

If your child requires a travel sickness tablet for the trip, please ensure this is brought into school and sent 
to the Welfare room prior to the trip. 

The cost of the visit will be £15.90 per child. This is to cover the cost of the coach. Money for the trip should 
be paid via Arbor by 25th June 2026. If insufficient money is collected through voluntary contributions, the 
trip will, unfortunately, have to be cancelled and the children will miss out on experiencing the galleries and 
their amazing works of art. You will be required to give consent through Arbor, and you will be asked to do 
this before you confirm payment. Please do not send any money into school for this trip.
